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The returns so far from the beginning of the season;
680 rainbows have been stocked so far this season throughout the lakes, 102
have been caught! There is no evidence of any overwintered fish being
caught. To create interest, a few sizeable brown trout (up to 4lb) have been
stocked. PLEASE carefully return them.

Piplye has had 19 anglers and 19 fish, best rainbow 2-08 and one brown
approx. 2-04. All the ponds have fished well since Friday 16th with every
angler catching, mainly limit bags. Successful flies have been buzzers and
montanas fished very slowly fairly low in the water.

Cinder Hill has produced 83 fish for 95 anglers. Many have fished the top
lake with varying degrees of success. The two best rainbows (4-02 and 3-11)
and a brown of 2lb+ have come from the top lake. Those prepared to venture
further this past week have also been successful. Again buzzers and montanas
have proved popular. Whilst the water has cleared, perhaps slightly better
than Piplye, the ongoing bank and track work has discoloured Hurstwood
across the dam. The work is for the estate but will improve access for
stocking purposes. Hopefully, we will also gain more bank fishing space, at
no cost! Some trout were washed over from the top lake and also Hurstwood
into the pools below during the high flows. They present an interesting
challenge!

With the recent high pressure we had a series of fine sunny days and cold
nights. The trout appeared to come on to feed from mid morning through to
4.00pm when the sun cleared the water, temperatures plummeted. A period of
warm weather would help.

Clocks go back this weekend, evenings will be longer and we would expect fly
life to increase considerably.
